Unfortunately the Clydesdale had already lost one eye due to a previous
operation for cancer. Assisting his owners to find a future for this plucky
horse, we were able to facilitate his move to Redwings in Norfolk. Redwings
have extensive knowledge of caring for equine with visual problems. They

are able to provide the specialist care he will need for any future quality of

life. He has successfully made the transition to a new home and making

good progress.

Does Your Pony Have A Pension Plan?
RSPCA South & South West Reg.Campaign in partnership with HorseWorld & Mare & Foal Sanctuary

Does your pony have a pension plan, will your horse have a happy secure retirement? That is the key question we are
urging all equine owners to consider as part of its regional campaign in the South and South West. Every year RSPCA
and equine rescue charities such as HorseWorld and the Mare & Foal Sanctuary, receive hundreds of enquiries from
members of the public wanting their help in finding homes for unwanted equines. The problem is made worse as many
equine owners do not consider taking on a horse, pony or donkey to be a lifetime commitment. Many wrongly imagine
that when they no longer want an equine due to its age, injury or a change in their circumstances, there will be lots of
places the animal can go to and enjoy a happy secure retirement.

The reality of the situation is that there are very few equine sanctuaries in England and Wales. Charities such as

RSPCA, HorseWorld & Mare & Foal Sanctuary which take in equines for rehabilitation and rehoming, are unable to cope

with the volume of requests. Now in a bid to find out the extent of the problem the RSPCA South & South West and its
campaign partners are urging owners to complete an O6equin
built up of provisions if any, people are making for thei
order for an animal to have a secure retirement, they need enough money to cover the cost of caring for them for as

long as they live.

RSPCA equine rehoming officer, Sally Learoyd said AWhile
for their animalsdé future, ot her peopl e see horses simpl
once the animal cannot do the job it was bought to do. Responsible ownership is about ensuring an animal does not
face an uncertain future, which often means making difficult decisions. The responsible thing to do with an unsound
ani mal you no |l onger want and cannot guarantee a secure h

unwi ttingly seld/l or give them away to an uncertain and of

the attention of the RSPCA. We and our campaign partners are urging anyone who owns, loans, shares or rides an

equine on a regular basis (including at riding schools or trekking centre) to complete an anonymous survey and be
totally honest about their plan for those animals future.
